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with the decision that I make. But that’s the
judge’s job. I have to try to cut through and just
do what I think is right for the child. 2And that’s
what I've been trying to do for the six months that
I’'ve been here.

All right. Court will stand in recess for two:
whole weeks. You know, there was a request for my
vacation records made by the individual or
individuals who've been hacking me consistently for
the last two weeks. And they got the records and
apparently they’re thinking that the Court’s not
here all the time and that'’s why there are no
trials being done. So, they had to admit this
morning in their blog that the record showed that T
had taken approximately one week’s vacation in this
first six months of the year, not counting the time
that I was away for judicial college, which was a
requirement by the Supreme Court. And according to
my records, I‘ve only taken off eight days, which
was a week and a half, in the six months.

So they had to admit the fact that I'm
actually here; although they’re still operating
under the assumption that I’'m not here even when
I’m-not on vacation, for some reason, because I’'m

not here in the afternoon. But I'm not here in the
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afternoons because the 2:00 o’clock docket trials
fall apart. And I don't know what they want me to
do; sit here until 5:00 o’clock by myself twiddling
my thumbs. So, I go to my office and I work.

So, anyway, that’s the kind of things and
pressure that I’'ve had to be operating under in the
last couple weeks. And I have to keep that
separate from this. And I will try to‘do a better
job of doing that. All right?

So, I guess, the court personnel have to float
around to other divisions for the next two weeks.
You guys get to just actually catch up on your
work. So, that would appear to be a good thing.
So, I hope that I have a good two weeks. I hope
that you guys have a good two weeks. And I’'ll see
you back on the 13th.

MR. ZANN: Yes, Judge. Thank you.

THE COURT: Okay? |

MR. NARULA: Thank you, Your Honor.

THE COURT: Thank you very much.

Court’s adjourned.
