BACDL Memorandum #4:
Sheriff’s Programs [cut and non-cut]

June 17, 2009

***Special thanks to BSO’s Kristina Gulick, Director of the Department of Community Control for the interview and materials which are condensed below for BACDL***

1.
The purpose of this memorandum is to present:  


a.
those Sheriff-run programs that will be cut from the budget and will be 


closed as of August 1, 2009; and  


b.
Sheriff-run programs and other outside group programs in the jail that will 

not be cut by the budget [as they are either Sheriff budgeted items that are 

slated to remain or they are run by outside organizations not subject to the 


Sheriff’s budget].

2.
These are the Sheriff-run programs that will be cut from the budget and closing as 
of August 1, 2009:

a. ATACC “Addiction Treatment Advocating Comprehensive Change.”  This is a 90 day in-custody treatment program that has been so successful over the years of its operation.  For years before 1999, ATACC was a small program that was run out of the Ft. Lauderdale Jail.  It was highly successful but more beds were necessary to serve the number of Judges that wanted to refer to the program.  In 1999, BSO took over the ATACC program and the drug program was transferred from BARC to BSO.  Once opened inside the county jail system, the program could serve many more inmates.  Judges became confident in sentencing to 364 or 180 with special condition of enrolling in ATACC and mitigation of sentence upon successful completion of the ATACC program.


b.
SAP-30 day program and SAP-60 day program.  These are also in-


custody jail treatment programs that Judges have come to rely upon in 


terms of mitigating county-time sentences conditioned upon successful 


completion of the program.


c.
BIP “Batterers Intervention Program.”  This is the in-custody jail program 

that also is referred to as “Anger Management Program.”  It is only the in-


custody (inside the jail) portion of this program that is being cut.  The out-


of-jail program is not BSO run and is not being cut by the Sheriff’s 


proposed budget.


d.
Sheriff’s Boot Camp Program.  This program was closed about 3 years 


ago.  It had been run out of the Stockade.  The main argument against 


Boot Camp was the high rate of recidivism.  However, once closed the 


failure rate was 100%.  In other words, no one was helped after the Boot 


Camp Program was closed. 

3.
These are the Sheriff-run programs and other outside group programs in the jail 
that will not be cut by the budget [as they are either Sheriff budgeted items that 
are slated to remain or they are run by outside organizations not subject to the 
Sheriff’s budget]:


a.
GED Program.  Although conducted inside the jails, this program is not a 

BSO budgeted item even though they are overseen by BSO Jail Staff 


Coordinators as they are currently funded in the Sheriff’s proposed 


budget.  They are run by the School Board.  However, they may actually 


get cut as an independent action by the Broward County School Board, but 

not by the Sheriff.  At this time we are unsure if the GED Programs will 


survive.  These have been highly successful programs.


b.
All Outside Volunteer Programs will remain inside the jails.  These 


include volunteer ministries such as the Gideon Bible distribution, church 


ministries, priest, pastors and rabbi counseling, Narcotics Anonymous 


[NA] and Alcohol Anonymous [AA].  These programs are run at no cost 


to BSO and will remain in tact.


c.
Drug Court Treatment Division will remain funded by the Sheriff’s 


proposed budget.


d.
Pretrial Services Division will remain funded by the Sheriff’s proposed 


budget.

e. Probation Division will remain funded by the Sheriff’s proposed budget.

f. Day Reporting and Reentry Division will remain funded by the Sheriff’s proposed budget.


g.
Mental Health Services Division will remain funded by the Sheriff’s 


proposed budget.

Note to BACDL Members
Please keep this memorandum for your use over the next few months that this budget battle will be raging.  It is in the best interests of BACDL and its members to fully support these programs and re-inclusion into the budget that will ultimately be adopted by the Broward County Commission.
