MOTION TO COMPEL THE STATE ATTORNEY TO PROVIDE DISCOVERY – RE: DEPUTY CHARLES GRADY

Any recollections whether documented or not, of any verbal communication with any colleague, attorney, defendant, complainant involving any investigation of Deputy Grady.

All  persons’ names and addresses of anyone who Lee Cohen, ASA, Scott Raft, ASA, or Tom Donnelly, ASA had conversations with involving any investigation of Deputy Grady.
5.
All locations as to where and when any of the meetings above took place or any

 conversations took place and the length of the  meetings or conversations.

6.
Any memorandum in closed files from September 2008 to present referring to

plea negotiations specifically as to why cases were to pled to lesser charges involving Deputy Grady.

7.
Defendant is asking the Court to Order the State Attorney to provide all documents, reports, statements and such other items it has in its possession as well as the names and addresses of all persons known to the State Attorney to have information that may be relevant to the offense charged as specifically set forth in Rule 3.220(b)(1).

Due to the State's non-compliance with its discovery obligation, Defendant has been denied due process of law and equal protection under the state and federal constitutions.

Other grounds to be argued ore tenus.
